5. District Councillor’s report - Cllr A Jones:  
1. Overview of District Council Activity

● Key meetings including Cabinet have taken place. Full council has taken place in Dec

and today (23.2.26). Planning committees have taken place.
● LGR (local government reorg) consultation has gone live allowing views and input. See

link here that closes on March 9th:.

Warwickshire. LGR remains the largest issue at play for the District council in the
medium/long-term.
● Budgets for the council have been submitted, including alternate budget suggestions by opposition parties including my own. These are TBC and will be finalised soon via

voting. Our budget was the only opposition budget to be certified as financially sound;

key points of difference relate to less support for net zero infrastructure and a greater

focus on local spending on businesses, pubs, rural areas. See Herald write up.
● Further information and councillor training has taken place relating to the SWLP

(South Warwickshire local Plan). Work has begun by officers and they are working on

moving the plan forward . Advice has been given that where appropriate, applications

are being granted more often than in recent times due to this context, and that this

context is a greater consideration than in recent times.
2. Ward Specific Updates

● SP Parish Council hosted a meeting with Rivaland about a potential 100 home

development in SP, on 9.2.26. Residents shared their initial views and concerns. A

recurring issue was HGV use on the proposed access road, amongst more general

concerns about development.

● I worked with Arrow PC to raise a very noisy manhole cover to National Highways & the County Council. I and the county councillor logged this via the relevant portals and it

was subsequently fixed.
● I am chasing officers on behalf of Wixford PC with respect to use of holiday homes as

permanent dwellings at the Wixford Grange site.
● I am maintaining scrutiny/pressure on officers regarding the Gypsy/Traveller Birch

appeal with Temple Grafton PC and enforcement in the wake of the appeal having been

denied.
The South Warwickshire Local Plan was discussed at length.
